To write: 
Choose 2 major-ish characters from one of the texts we’ve discussed so far: 

· Sammy or Queenie, from A and P
· Bailey, mother, grandmother, or misfit, from A Good Man is Hard to Find 

· Angela, Matt, Emily, Mr. Tate, or the gunman (name?), from episode of Stand-Off
OR, instead of a 2nd character--

· Yourself

Discuss ONE of the following in relation to the two characters (or one character and yourself): 

A. How are they (or you and him/her) alike in their outlook on goodness (and perhaps, evil as well)? Given the text you’re given, what can you glean about what they (and perhaps you) believe about being “good” or being “evil” or “bad”?  

-You could also write about 1 character’s outlook on life more generally--how they approach life, what they believe, in comparison to your own.  For instance, discuss Angela’s claim or outlook, “I care about everybody” to your own thoughts about people.

B. Which one is a “hero”? You’ll need to define what you mean by “hero” first.

C. Which character is most loyal?  You’ll need to explain-- loyal to what or to whom? Does this loyalty benefit the character? Discuss.

D. Discuss the two in terms of rebelliousness.  Are they defiant for a purpose?  What motivates them to defy?  What happens as a result and are we to see this defiance as positive or negative?

You must have: 

· A clear thesis/point (though how you get there is up to you)

· Minimum of 2 exact quotes—but carefully chosen. 

· No more than 2 pages of TYPED writing, 1.5 or 2.0 spaced.

· Interesting things to say about the characters and/or your perspective on goodness, heroes, loyalty, or defiance.  However, keep in mind that this is an explorative essay—a chance to explore what you think.
