SENIOR PROJECT PRESENTATION
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DAY: FRIDAY, MAY 15
TIME: 10:30 a.m.-2:00 p.m.

PLACE: BIG ROOM (or a classroom, if needed)

SUPPLIES: This depends on your project.  You need to reserve equipment as needed, and let me know if you need more projectors than we have (we have 3).
This should be an exciting, multi-sensory, informative display that adequately demonstrates what you learned from your project. Rather than try to explain every detail of what you did, it might be more effective to share an interesting nugget from your whole project (What did you learn about farming that most people don’t already know?  What is the process for capturing motion in still photography? Why should I care about teen AIDS?).  Remember how you learn best, when you can DO something or when you express your opinions and then have them challenged in some way, or when you can relate to the topic in some way.  Use this knowledge to design a substantial, engaging display for your teachers and peers.
►DON’T JUST PASTE YOUR FINAL PAPER AND SOME PICTURES ON A POSTER BOARD AND CALL IT A DAY!  THIS IS UNACCEPTABLE.
These presentations will be arranged as an exhibition that students will visit in shifts.  Therefore, there will not be one single time that you will speak to a group.  Instead, you will be expected to answer questions and talk about your project to anyone who comes along to look (so get ready to talk; bring some water).  If you have an activity that needs people, you could wait until you have a few students gathered around your station.
Some teachers will be circulating with a rubric to grade your presentation (they will be with ones with clipboards).  Students will only fill out a brief feedback sheet.   

Your presentation will be graded on:

· Content: Informative, Connections, Supporting Details/Elaboration, Depth
· Presentation Style: Voice, Tone, Organization, Visuals, Pacing
· Interest: Creative approach, multi-sensory, interactive
You must have as part of your presentation:
· Your name, clear title of project, and your essential question—with a succinct  answer—or a paper that they can read. All writing must be your own (or if you quote others, give credit, of course). NO SPELLING ERRORS AT ALL 
· TYPED labels for any objects or artifacts on display.  NO SPELLING ERRORS AT ALL
· Something that people can touch, pick up, look at, or hear—the more senses stimulated the better—as long as it’s relevant to your project (no candy, unless it’s a prize for a game)! Suggestions: a map; artifacts—something found or made during your project; photos; video clips from a rehearsal, performance, or job shadow. 
· Something that teaches your audience something.  Suggestions: a timeline, a list of facts or ideas from your project, an activity or other interactive component such as photos to look at and comment on, a game to play, etc. 
· Something that helps you talk effectively about your project (visuals, notes for self, etc.).  What will you say if someone asks, so what did you learn form this??
