Antigone: Reading Response –Possible questions that could trigger a response: 

1. Is Antigone bold, or just stubborn and selfish?

2. What motivates Antigone to defy?  Does she take things too far?

3. What motivates Creon?  Does he remind you of any other character from texts we’ve read/watched?

4. Who is right—Antigone or Creon?  What in the play would make readers think one way or the other?  Collect a few passages.

5. Given that Creon is male, and Antigone is female, Sophocles has set up an opposition that can be associated w/ gender.  Do you see any ideas about maleness and femaleness in the play? Look for passages.

6. Discuss another character—Haemon or Ismene, perhaps.  Who are you curious about?
