	a- Hardness6-6.5, Metallic Luster, Greenish streak, yellow brown but darkens with tarnish, also known as “fools gold” 

	b- Usually dark, basal cleavage, used in electrical devises, capacitors , mined in Keene NH

	c- Luster is pearly, streak is white, used as building material, ornamental stone, used to produce glass, taken as a vitamin supplement

	d- streak white, color green, cleavage cubes used in enamel and telescopes

	e- hardness 1, metallic, steal grey, used as pencil “lead”

	f- hardness 5.5-6.5 metallic, streak red brown, color steel grey no cleavage, in steel and polishing powder

	g- hardness 2.5, grey black in color, may contain silver

	h- glassy, no steak, no cleavage, color pink

	i- hardness 1, greasy pearl luster, used in powder and paint

	j- luster glassy, streak white, perfect cleavage, used for fertilizer, tanning hides and melting snow.

	k- streaks white to pale yellow, used in gunpowder, rayon, dyes and drying fruit

	l- dull metallic luster, streaks black, no cleavage, strongly magnetic

	m- most abundant on earth,  hardness 7, color clear, no cleavage, used in lenses, scouring powder, radios.
